Frequently Asked Questions
What is SRFC?

SRFC stands for Stones River Futbol Club.  SRFC is the organization or “club” under which our Select (or competitive) teams play.  We are under the umbrella of North Rutherford Soccer (NRS).
Why play Select soccer?

Select soccer is not for everyone. Select soccer players (and their parents) must be committed in seeking to improve their playing skills and knowledge. The main benefits of select or competitive soccer are:

· Provide a structured, well managed place for kids to play and achieve their goals (i.e playing high school or college soccer).

· Player and skill development

· High level of play and competition

· Experienced, licensed coaches and trainers

Playing in a club environment creates a spirited and supportive network of players, coaches, and parents. We like to think that our players have dozens of coaches along with hundreds of team mates and fans. 

What about the Coaches?

SRFC is very proud of its coaching staff. Nearly all of our coaches have played at higher levels (college and/or professional). Our nationally licensed coaches are recruited and appointed to each team by Ali Arman, our Director of Coaching (DOC).  Additionally, SRFC encourages, through sponsorship, continuing coaching education. 

What is the time commitment?

· Practice: Typically Select teams practice two times a week for no more than two hours per practice session.  Days and times are up to the coach.

· Tournaments: Typically one to three tournaments per season depending on age group and competitive level (not including our own tournament).

· Friendlies/Classics: 
· “Friendlies” or “Classics” are made up of two games.
· “Friendlies” or “Classics” are usually scheduled at least three weekends of the month during the season.

· SRFC Tournament: SRFC hosts two tournaments per year in March and August.  Each team is given an assignment to help the tournament run smoothly and parent participation is mandatory.
 When is the select season?

There are two seasons during a player’s one year commitment: 

· Fall: August to November

· Spring:  February to May 

Summer camp: Some teams participate in summer camps usually lasting one week.   

Winter season:  Many teams also participate in a winter program that consists of training indoors for speed and agility and indoor tournaments, however, this is voluntary and not a requirement in order to stay on the team.

Do you play on Sundays?

Most league and friendly games are scheduled for Sunday afternoons.  There may be some games scheduled for Saturday evenings but the majority of games are played on Sunday afternoon. During a tournament, Friday to Sunday games can be expected. Many tournaments provide a list of area churches and worship times. Some tournaments host non-denominational services at the fields as well.

Isn’t playing select soccer expensive?

Compared to recreational soccer, select can be more expensive. However, we feel that the select soccer program offers more value to the player.

· Commitment: 
· $110 annual registration fee (covers state and NRS fee) 
· $50 annual uniform fee
· Monthly Fees: 
· Approximately $60-100 per month during the season depending on team and club budget.  Typically these fees cover coaches’ monthly training fees, tournament entry fees and referee fees for friendly/league games. Note: Travel Expenses are additional.  You will receive a team budget at the beginning of each season which will show you your approximate monthly dues.
· Fundraisers: 
· Fundraisers are encouraged throughout the season to help offset the costs associated with the program.  
· Some ideas are: tournament ads, concession, snow cones, individual team ideas
Playing time, is it equal?

Select soccer is competitive. Coaches try to provide ample game time for all players; but it is not always equal depending upon the game situation. However, training is focused on each and every player and their development. 

What about travel?
The reason teams travel is pursuit of competition and it varies from team to team.  The younger teams generally participate in a classic league providing them games in Brentwood, Franklin, Bellevue, Hendersonville, Murfreesboro, Clarksville, Columbia, Tullahoma and possibly Bowling Green. Each of these local clubs also has a tournament so there is a variety to choose from.  As teams mature, they will often go out of town overnight in order to challenge themselves by playing teams from other cities.  Older teams who are trying to be "seen" by college coaches may be invited to attend college showcases tournaments out of state

 

After try-outs, will the parents and coach have a meeting?
